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Serve your community year-round with the Council-wide Community Service program.   
 
SPRING-Gift of Service:  This is a time to give communities a good spring-cleaning.  It’s a great way for Girl Scouts to 
show their appreciation for the support received from their communities. 
 
Select a specific site to clean up—maybe one in your neighborhood or one near your troop meeting place.  You might 
like to adopt a site and take care of it year-round, keeping it litter-free, perhaps even adding some landscaping. 
 
SUMMER-Volunteer at the Community Food Bank: The Food Bank of Eastern Oklahoma serves 450 Partner Programs 
in 24 counties of Eastern Oklahoma. These programs include emergency food pantries, soup kitchens, homeless 
shelters, after-school programs and senior citizen centers.  
 
The Eastern Oklahoma Food Bank delivers to 13 drop-off sites through their Rural Delivery Service.  Those sites are 
Antlers, Bartlesville, Broken Bow, Grove, Hugo, McAlester, Miami, Muskogee, Poteau, Sallisaw, Tahlequah and 
Vinita. Contact your local Food Bank about Community Service opportunities near you. 
 
FALL-Adopt-a-Senior:  Contact an Assisted Living or Senior Day Center in your area to find out how you or your troop 
can volunteer.  You can do a variety of things from singing Girl Scout songs, playing games, making crafts, or having a 
tea party with Girl Scout cookies.  Seniors enjoy the company and energy of having Girl Scouts visit. 
 
WINTER-Collect-4-a-Cause: Contact a local agency that is collecting items for a specific cause such as Thanksgiving 
baskets for underprivileged families, Animal Shelters, The Angel Tree, Toys 4 Tots, etc.   
 
This is a great way for Girl Scouts council-wide to show their appreciation for the support received from their 
communities year round.
